| would like to start by thanking you for your support of the school during these unprecedented times.
This has certainly been a difficult period to be a Head of School and | am incredibly grateful to have
been able to rely on your goodwill and belief that, at all times, my senior leadership team and | have
taken decisions in the best interests of all the students and staff.

Since the start of the national lock down in January, our school (Bromley Site) have remained opened
each and every single day of the week, offering a combination of remote and face to face learning. We
have had a very limited number of children on site, those who are considered most vulnerable, those
whose parents are key workers and all others whose parents have agreed to send them into school.
We have been very pleased with how the students have engaged with the remote learning on offer, a
mixture of tasks uploaded on our learning platform. | can report that more than 80% of our students
have consistently engaged online for three hours or more per day. We have all had to adjust and | would
like to take this opportunity to thank the staff for the immense efforts they have made to ensure the
children continue to be academically challenged and engaged in their learning.

Next week, beginning Monday 15™" February, we are looking forward to our half term. | am sure you will
agree that both staff and students have earned a well -deserved break. In line with government policy
we will not be opening the site that week.

As you are probably aware, we are expecting a further announcement from the Prime Minister on
Monday 22" February. The government have promised schools a period of two weeks to organise the
possibility of some sort of re-opening on 8" March. At the moment we have no idea what that might
look like but, as always, we will endeavour to keep you fully informed as soon as we have the details

Until the announcement on Monday 22" February it is our intention to continue with our blended
learning offer, as we have since January 4. This means that we are trying to operate in the spirit of the
lockdown in order to keep both staff and students as safe as possible. We will invite all year 11 students
to attend school each day from 22" February, as priority to ensuring they secure evidence and good
grades for their subjects in this summer examination.
